(A) Anthony J. Sanders. 451 Ludlow Ave. #212, Cincinnati, Ohio 45220 (513)281-3029 ha@legislator.com. Mr. Sanders would benefit from $40 to purchase black inc.

(1) Judith Putzi 451 Ludlow #319, Cincinnati, Ohio 45220. Ms. Putzi would benefit from $500 from Ohio to buy yarn to knit winter hats and scarves to the orders of neighbors.

(2) Sanders & Putzi are friends who live in the same apartment building and are coincidentally having a potluck this Halloween.  Mr. Sanders bought a hat and scarf for $5 from Ms. Putzi and she told Mr. Sanders that she was falsely arrested and detained for 3 ¾  months for a fourth degree misdemeanor offense of disorderly conduct RC 2917.11.  

(3) We find that the arresting officer and the trial court failed to uphold Article I §10 that requires both that (a) people should not be tried for crimes that do not meet the thresholds of the penitentiary and (b) counsel be appointed for the defendant.  She served 27 days in pre-trial before the Court exonerated her of the misdemeanor charge while flippantly transferring her to the psychiatric hospital to serve 2 ¾ months of unlawful detention in Summit Behavioral Health. 3 ½ months total this 2003 under RC 2945.371(C) (D) and RC 5122.11. 

(4) Sanders would like to solicit the Ohio 1st Judicial District Court of Appeals with this appeal of right and requests that attorney be appointed to represent; Judith Putzi and her friend, Tony Sanders to the state of Ohio. We find that Ms. Putzi is owed $1,080 tort compensation for the 27 days she was detained in pre-trial at the $40 per diem of pre-trial detention under 28USC1821.  The Ohio 1st Judicial District Court of Appeals should appoint an appellate attorney to approve of this request for money that would like to earn $500 for reading this petition and writing a letter of recommendation to the Court for the state of Ohio to pay a tort claim amounting to $1,080 to be made out for $500 for Ms. Putzi, $500 attorney, $40 for this appearance of the author, Mr. Sanders, and $40 for publication so that the Court can justify these witness fees to the Hamilton County Clerk and bring 28USC1821 to general recognition as a fair rate of pay for witnesses of Ohio civil torts against the justice system payable by federal and state taxpayers through any federal or state agency under 28USC(171)§2672.

(C) This habeas corpus witness claim for $40 for every day of pre-trial detention under 28USC1821 began on July 3, 2003 when P.O. Lunkenheimer, who can be contacted at 234 Goodman Ave. Cincinnati, Ohio; University Hospital; strangely arrested Ms. Putzi as she was waiting for a shuttle to go to the Kroger Pharmacy at 222 Piedmont after she went to University Hospital to visit her doctor named Eric Schmidt MD, a resident in the University of Cincinnati Internal Medicine Clinic at the Hoxworth Building under the supervision of the attending Dr. R. Mediwala.  As she was waiting for the bus P.O. Lunkenheimer accosted Ms. Putzi and when she would not give him a straight answer, arrested the frail and elderly lady under the false pretense that she had been previously warned to stay off the University of Cincinnati Campus although she was clearly a patient at the University Hospital Medical Center and her appearance is more sickly than illegal.  

(1) The Affidavit written by the Officer, stated; “Judith Putzni did enter the premises of the University of Cincinnati and did engage in turbulent behavior by making unreasonable noises/offensively coarse utterances to staff/others.” 

(2) The Complaint cited Ms. Putzi with RC 2917.11; a fourth degree misdemeanor;

(3) That same day, July 3rd , an arrest warrant was issued, signed by the County Clerk Gregory Hartmann, for her body; for a fourth degree misdemeanor!!!

(4) On July 5th, Ms. Putzi was granted an OR Bond for HC # 03CRB23950 AB she was however not released because she wouldn’t disclose her Apartment #.

(5) On July 15th, the Court entered an Order for the Defendant to be taken by the Sheriff to Summit Behavioral Health in order for her to undergo an evaluation for not more than 20 days under RC 2945.371(C) (D) because the Court Clinic, had reported that the defendant was incapable of assisting the forensic examiner.  Ms. Putzi continued to be too disoriented and discomfited to disclose her apartment #. 

(6) On August 1, 2003 Judith Putzi, was found incompetent to stand trial under RC 5112.11.  Despite the mental disability, or perhaps because she is such a small and frail woman in her forties, the Court was able to determine, Ms. Putzi was innocent of Criminal Trespassing RC 2917.11.

(7) That same, day, August 1, 2003 the Court competently dismissed the Criminal Trespassing RC 2917.11 charge in accordance with RC 2945.38.  Ms. Putzi was then institutionalized until the middle of October when she returned to her apartment at 451 Ludlow Ave. Apt. #319, Cincinnati, Ohio 45220, she was lucky not to have been evicted.

(E) This is the second false arrest by the University of Cincinnati Police witnessed by both the author of Hospitals & Asylums and the Cincinnati Municipal Court this 2003.  On January 20, 2003 Alonzo Johnson was arrested and charged with Criminal Trespassing and Unauthorized Use of Property on the University of Cincinnati Campus
.  On February 2, 2003 Alonzo Johnson was arrested and charged with trespassing and voyeurism at Langsam Library at University of Cincinnati.  Both of these charges were dismissed by the Court on March 3, 2003
.  In the Putzi case, like the Johnson case, the University of Cincinnati Police were not justified in the issuance of an arrest warrant.  

(F) The University of Cincinnati police department clearly needs to refrain from both;

(1) arresting alleged misdemeanor offenders and;

(2) making the determination that a person is trespassing.

(G) As the University of Cincinnati College Campus and Medical Complex are public domain, the University of Cincinnati Police must refrain from alleging that their detainees are trespassing and must merely escort them off campus if they have no legitimate business that day, have somehow offended the Student Code of Conduct or are not disposed to talk with the arresting officer.  The determination that a person is trespassing on the University Campus should be made only by a Court or a tribunal constituted by the University of Cincinnati Board of Trustees upon the conviction of a felony; and evidence that the offender is likely to continue being offensive to the University of Cincinnati.  

(H) The University of Cincinnati Police have not supplied the burden of proof needed to justify the time of two of their prisoners served this year.  These were the only two arrest cases witnessed by the author and both led to long periods of incarceration due to the greed of mental health professional for crime.  The UC Police are hereby reprimanded for their illiteracy and failure to recognize the innocence of their offenders, and because they were misdemeanor offenders, let them off with a warning or some counsel.  The Police must understand that it is a crime for an armed officer to jail a human being unless that person is a dangerous felon.  The University Police are hereby informed that it is within their rights to say, “please leave University of Cincinnati Campus this Day” but would be much more polite, to those dumbstruck when greeted, if they said, “Have a Good Day!”.

(I) The common person, whether guilty of a misdemeanor, or innocent as both of the detainees reported were, is not equipped to defend themselves from within a jail because their infraction, if there was any at all, is valued less than the $40 witness fees entitled to a detainee for each day of pre-trial detention they serve under 28USC1821 and Hurtado v. United States 410 US 578 (1973)
.   In practice the common person is entitled to some money in compensation of their lost time and to pay for the time of their counsel.

(J) Wherefore the University of Cincinnati Police must totally refrain from;

(1) arresting misdemeanor offenders 

(2) alleging that their detainees have been previously warned against trespassing; 

(K) Federal and State Tort (FAST) claims amounting to $1,080 are recommended to be paid as witness fees under 28USC§1821 in honor of Judith Putzi and the University of Cincinnati Police by any agency  authorized by the Attorney General to pay tort claims up to $25,000 28USC(171)§2672 for civil rights deprivation under 18USC(55)1201 and 18USC(13)241.
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
